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f you want your lips to look their best at all times, caring and protecting them must be a top priority. Prevent dry, flaky lips with ultra-moisturizing lipstick, which colours and protects at the same time. Look out for those with sunscreen to shield your lips from UV (Ultra Violet) rays. Before applying, buff your lips to remove any dead skin by rubbing in Vaseline with a soft toothbrush; then blot off. Next, apply a tiny dot of moisturizer or lip balm as extra protection against the elements. Your smooth lips are now ready for longer lasting colour.

How to:  
To draw attention from problem prone areas, always highlight your assets. So if you don’t like the shape of your lips, cheat – use a lip pencil to redesign them. It’s that simple. Kemi Falade says lip linters should be the same colour as your lipstick, but of a slightly darker shade to perfectly enhance your lips and create the desired border.

The steps
To reshape:
· Outline with a lip pencil to accentuate the shape. If your lips are small or thin, draw yourself a new lip line. Avoid dark lip shades.

· To reduce fuller lips, draw the line inside your natural shape. Avoid too much shine and stay away from very bright colours.

· For uneven lips, take a cue from the steps above and reduce or make fuller as it applies to you.

· Next, fill in with lipstick

· Highlight the pink of the inner lip with matching colour gloss or top off with a clear gloss.

Overall effect
· For longer lasting lip stain, use a lip cote to seal in the lipstick. Try Maxfactor Lipfinity for that all-day effect.
· You can’t go wrong with pinkish brown lipsticks for that natural, sheer, nude effect. Perfect for all skin shades.

· If you want to go sans lipstick, use a coloured gloss for a purr-fect finish.

· For dark/brown skinned sisters, opt for lipsticks with the same tone - for example red, rich plum or brown.

· Choose colours like burgundy, ice pink and pinkish grey shades if you’re fair skinned.

· Remember to make ONE bright colour the focus of your make up. When the lip colour is really intense and very vibrant, make sure the eyes are really simple, then add a little mascara for emphasis. The key word here is balance. In like manner, bold eyes should attract subdued hues on cheeks and lips.
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
